Painting - Course Overview

Students are taught fundamentals in the visual arts in the area of painting. Also, students create various types of artwork in the form

of exercises or actual finished artwork that will reinforce the understanding of the fundamentals of artwork production. In addition,

students will create original creative artwork using a painting medium and an understanding of a particular painting media and its

application to a surface. Elements of good design are emphasized through the process of painting to develop a sense of aesthetics

and individual expression within the student.  Advanced students are given specific problem-solving assignments that stress design

elements and principles.  Aesthetics and personal expression are emphasized.  The art portfolio is encouraged at this level.
